Air Matters
At this station you will find  a 3 beam balance and a balloon. The purpose of this lab is to actually find the mass of air, and it’s density.

1. Weigh the empty balloon. Blow up the balloon and weigh it again. Subtract the difference. What is the weight of air in grams of the air in your balloon?

2. It isn’t much, but consider that this is an extremely small volume of air! Remember that there is a LOT of air on top of you! 12 Km just in the troposphere! Would the same volume of air weigh the same at sea level? Why or why not?

3. Find the Volume of air by taking your filled balloon and dunking it in a known amount of water, and seeing how much the water level goes up in ml. That would be the amount of air in the balloon.

4. Now, calculate the density of air. (g/ml)
